To the right we have the 
equinox chart set for 
Washington DC, and using the 
Geodetic equivalent cusps. For 
fun I have included Hillary 
Clinton’s chart in the middle 
and Donald Trump’s chart on 
the outside. The Ingress chart 
has Venus conjunct Hillary’s planets in the 7th house, and Mars squaring Donald’s Saturn. It is 
perhaps karma that brings Hillary and Donald together, as her nodes are conjunct his MC/IC 
axis. They fall close to Washington’s 2nd/8th houses, and it is interesting to note that Hillary’s 
MC/IC axis falls close to Washington’s 6th/12th houses. Donald will put an emphasis on money 
and debt, and Hillary will emphasize healthcare and the services.

Looking at their 
returns, we see that Karen and Melinda both have their solar 
return ascendants are in their natal 10th house, bringing career 
and goals into focus.
